Overview: The Summer Academy Teaching Artist is a 4 to 8 week contract, Monday-Friday 8:30am-
4:30pm. For the Summer Theater Academy Lead Teaching Artist position you must believe in the mission 
of First Stage, to transform lives through theater, and work to create a safe, welcoming, inspiring, and 
motivating environment for students, teachers and parents. We are seeking a Lead Teaching Artist with 
expertise in Musical Theater Voice/Dance (5-12 Grade). 
 
Musical Theater increases students’ versatility and works on vocal and dance techniques while exploring 
the art of storytelling through words, music, and movement. Students explore the behavior influenced by 
the imaginary circumstances of the scene and find the ability to streamline song and dance into everyday 
life as seamlessly as spoken text. Musical Theater requires the teacher to have expertise in voice, dance, 
or both voice and dance. The teacher needs the ability to facilitate healthy warm up techniques, build 
community through ensemble work, and encourage expression through physical storytelling.  
 
We are seeking teaching artists for all the following locations: The Milwaukee Youth Arts Center 
(Downtown Milwaukee), Carroll University (Waukesha), and Concordia University Wisconsin (Mequon).

• Work with the Academy Director and other Teaching Artists on a continual basis to develop and 

facilitate theater curriculum to academy students.

personal growth. 
• Manage classroom behavior, procedures, and assessments. 
• Attend all required meetings and training sessions.
