For the Summer Theater Academy Lead Teaching Artist position you must believe in the mission
of First Stage, to transform lives through theater, and work to create a safe, welcoming, inspiring, and
motivating environment for students, teachers and parents. We are seeking a Lead Teaching Artist with
expertise in Shakespeare.

Shakespeare introduces students to the language, stories, and lasting relevance of William Shakespeare.
Students explore plot, character, and story while learning practical tools for working with Shakespeare’s
text, including scansion, rhetoric, punctuation, and sustained thought. The class focuses on clarity of
language, purposeful action, and connection to text, helping students make bold, playable choices in
monologues and scenes while engaging with classical acting techniques.
