Overview: The Summer Academy Teaching Artist is a 4 to 8 week contract, Monday-Friday 8:30am-
4:30pm. For the Summer Theater Academy Lead Teaching Artist position you must believe in the mission 
of First Stage, to transform lives through theater, and work to create a safe, welcoming, inspiring, and 
motivating environment for students, teachers and parents. We are seeking a Lead Teaching Artist with 
expertise in Voice & Movement (5-12 Grade) 
 
Voice & Movement strengthens students’ ability to tell stories through spoken voice and physical 
expression. Students explore how voice, speech, and the body communicate character, emotion, and 
intention, building awareness of both verbal and non-verbal storytelling. The class focuses on healthy 
vocal and physical practices, ensemble awareness, and expressive movement, helping students connect 
their inner life to outward expression. These skills support clear communication and confident presence 
both onstage and in everyday interactions.
