Overview: First Stage Theater Academy seeks a Summer Academy Lead Teaching Artist for a 4 to 8 
week contract. As a Lead Teaching Artist you must believe in the mission of First Stage, to transform lives 
through theater, and work to create a safe, welcoming, inspiring, and motivating environment for 
students, teachers, and parents. We are seeking a Lead Teaching Artist with expertise in Story Drama (K4-
1st Grade). 
 
Story Drama introduces young learners to theatrical skills and allows them to explore the world, 
characters, and specific details of a story as it is written. Students are guided to imagine, enact and 
reflect on experiences within a story and use the text as a launching point into a creative world, 
encouraging students to consider choices/consequences and pursue effective teamwork. Story Drama 
requires the teacher to introduce students to the Actor’s Toolbox (voice, body, imagination), 
create/implement engaging activities to support the story and overall learning, and bring an energetic 
energy to the classroom.
